Marco Cremaschi è Professore di Urbanistica e Politiche Urbane a 
SciencesPo, Parigi. Ha conseguito il Dottorato in ‘Pianificazione spaziale e 
politiche pubbliche’ presso l’Università IUAV di Venezia, e completato la sua 
formazione presso il Politecnico di Milano, lo University College of London 
(Marie Curie Fellowship) e l’Institut Français d’Urbanisme (Paris VIII). È stato 
Professore invitato in numerose istituzioni di ricerca tra cui la Pittsburgh 
University (USA), la Bauhaus-Universität (Weimar, Germania), la Cornell 
University (Ithaca, USA), l’Institute of Development Studies (Kolkata, India). 
La sua attività di ricerca ha riguardato le radici sociali della domanda abitativa, 
le politiche di rigenerazione urbana e i cambiamenti funzionali dei quartieri 
nella città contemporanea. Negli ultimi anni ha dedicato la sua attenzione alle 
forme non-gerarchiche di progettazione spaziale e di pianificazione strategica. 
Tra le sue più recenti pubblicazioni si segnalano: Changing Places, Urbanity, 
Citizenship, and Ideology in the New European Neighbourhoods (Techne, 
Amsterdam, 2011 con Frank Eckardt) e Will This Be the Century of the City? 
Let’s not Miss it Again (Urbanistica, Roma, 2014).

Marco Cremaschi is Professor of Urbanism and Urban Policies at SciencesPo, 
Paris. He received a D.Phil in ‘Spatial Planning and Public Policies’ from IUAV 
(Venice), and was a post doc fellow at the Polytechnic of Milan, the University 
College of London (Marie Curie Fellowship), the Institut Français d’Urbanisme 
di Parigi VIII. He was a Visiting professor in a number of research institutions 
among which the Pittsburgh University (USA) – as a Fulbright professor –, the 
Bauhaus-Universität (Weimar, Germany), the Cornell University (Ithaca, USA), 
the Institute of Development Studies (Kolkata, India).  His research has focused 
on issues as the social roots of housing demand, innovative urban regeneration 
policies, and the changing functions of neighbourhoods in contemporary city. 
More recently he focused his research on non-hierarchical forms of space 
design and strategic planning. Among his recent publications: Changing Places, 
Urbanity, Citizenship, and Ideology in the New European Neighbourhoods 
(Techne, Amsterdam, 2011 with Frank Eckardt) and  Will this be the century of 
the city? Let’s not miss it again (Urbanistica, Roma, 2014).
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
